How is justification an act of God’s free grace?

| Although Christ, by his obedience and death, made a proper,
real, and full satisfaction to God’s justice on behalf of those
who are justified, yet because God accepts this satisfaction for
a payment which he might have demanded of them; provided
this payment himself, through his own only Son imputing his
righteousness to them; and requires nothing from them for
their justification except faith, which is also his gift; therefore
their justification is of free grace.

All: We will speak of the might of Your awesome acts, How does faith justify a sinner in the sight of God?
And we will declare Your greatness. Faith justifies a sinner in the sight of God, not because
